The District develops the budget each year by identifying the changes in revenue from the Local Control Funding Formula 
(LCFF) and expenditures that are continuing, mandated, or required for operations. The Local Control Accountability Plan 
(LCAP) is the guiding plan for programming any new funding that is available after balancing the revenue and expenditure 
projections. The LCAP plan process is the guiding point set by the Board of Education and the community in providing 
prioritization for new funding as it becomes available after meeting all obligations for continuing, mandated, or required for 
operations.  

Second Interim Report 
Orange County Department of Education (OCDE), the District’s oversight agency, provides guidance and direction as to 
which assumptions should reasonably be incorporated into the District’s Second Interim Report. 

The key assumptions, explaining the variances between Second Interim and First Interim, included in the Second Interim 
are as follows :

 Increase in other local revenue of $4.64 million, including reclassification of the MAA revenue coding from
federal to local of $1.03 million, receipts of 2018-19 MAA quarter 4 payment of $0.61 million, an adjustment to
Interest/Local Revenue of $0.17 million, reclassification of the Medi-Cal Billing Option resource code of $2.57
million from 015640 (federal) to 019640 (local), and various budget adjustments of $0.26 million for donations,
carryover, new local grants, etc.;

 Decrease in General Fund contributions of -$1.39 million, including contributions to ASES ($0.30 million),
OMMA (-$0.32 million), and Special Education (-$1.37 million).

 Decrease in certificated staffing allocation of -$1.80 million due to vacancy savings for active positions of -

Negotiations with SAEA, CSEA, SASPOA, and CWA bargaining units are ongoing. 

Cash Flow Considerations 
The Governor is implementing a cash deferral from February 2021 to June 2021.  That deferral for SAUSD is 
approximately $91.45 million.  The District projects a positive cash flow for 2020-21 and 2021-22 without any borrowing.  
The District continues to diligently monitor its cash flow. 

District Multiyear Projections – General Fund 
Multiyear projections (MYPs) are required by AB1200 and AB2756.  It is the obligation of the school district to show that it 
will be able to meet its financial obligations in the current year and two subsequent fiscal years.  A barometer of a district’s 
financial strength is the district’s unrestricted reserve percentage.  Districts the size of SAUSD are required to maintain 
unrestricted reserves of at least 2% or roughly $14.0 million.  While $14.0 million is a significant amount, the reserve is 
less than two weeks payroll, with monthly payroll of approximately $40 million. 

The multiyear projections were adjusted, beginning in 2021-22 to account for:  

 Decrease in certificated staffing of -$0.23 million due to expiring programs of -$6.52 million, step/column
adjustment of $1.93 million, frozen positions of -$0.19 million, rebudgeting of vacant and new positions of $4.15
million, and other adjustment of $0.40 million;

 Increase in classified staffing of $0.61 million due to expiring programs of -$6.29 million, rebudgeting of vacant
positions of $7.36 million, step/column adjustment of $0.27 million, and various budget adjustments -of $0.73
million;

 Increase in employee benefits of $4.80 million due to a decrease in STRS rate from 16.15% to 15.92% (-$0.80 
million), an increase in PERS rate from 20.70% to 23.00% ($1.96 million), and an increase in health benefits of

 Decrease in books and supplies of -$93.37 million due to rebudgeting of second meal of $1 million, textbooks 
reduction of -$5.57 million, removal of expired programs, carryovers as well as one-time expenditures from 
ESSER, GEER, CRF, Prop 98 LLMF as well as ESSER II funds totaling to -$88.8 million; 
 

 Decrease in services and other operating expenditures of -$46.68 million due to  an increase in utilities of $2.3 
million, OMMA adjustment of -$4.1 million, removal of one-time expenditures from ESSER, GEER, CRF, Prop 98 
LLMF, and ESSER II funds of -$38.19 million as well as carryover and expired programs of -$6.69 million; 
 

 Decrease in capital outlay of -$0.25 million due to expired programs; 
 

 Increase in district funded county programs of $0.05 million as well as removal of a one-time Special Education 
excess cost refund to Edward B Cole of -$0.16 million; 
 

 Increase in interfund transfers out of $0.12 million due to increase in debt payments for Certificated of 
Participations, increase in Special Education cost for Advanced Learning Academy as well energy savings for 
QZAB debt payment.  
 
 

The District utilizes LCFF COLA of 3.84% and 1.28% for 2021-22 and 2022-23, respectively for planning purposes.  LCFF 
revenue is projected to increase in 2021-22 by $15.02 million and to decrease in 2022-23 by -$23.25 million, resulting a 
decrease of -2,303.74 in projected funded ADA as well a decrease of -1.67% in Unduplicated Pupil Percentage. 

 
The District acknowledges that it will have to reduce ongoing $25 million beginning 2022-23 to ensure fiscal solvency. 
Superintendent and the Board of Education will make decisions on the options for such reductions. 
 
 
The State funds districts based on students who attend school.  

 Student Enrollment.  The District has experienced enrollment loss in 16 of the last 17 years since 2003-04. The 
District anticipates losing 1,196 students in 2021-22 and an additional 1,324 in 2022-23. The projected decline in 
student enrollment is reflected in revenue projections for the Second Interim Budget.  
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SAUSD is submitting a positive certification to the State based on revenue and expenditure assumptions that the District 
will be able to meet its General Fund obligations in the current and two subsequent fiscal years.

The General Fund is the general operating fund of the District with the largest revenue coming from State Local Control 
Funding Formula (LCFF) sources (63.64%). Total projected revenue is $795.7 million. 

The combined General Fund is used to account for financial activities, except those that are required to be accounted 
for in another fund.  Employees’ salaries and benefits represent the largest expenditures (69.64%).  Total projected 
expenditures are $795.51 million.  In addition, the District transfers dollars to other funds totaling $5.30 million for 
Certificates of Participation, Qualified Zone Academy Bonds, the Advanced Learning Academy Charter School, and 
Nutrition Services.    

The District relies on State revenue to run its daily operations in educating our students. The district projects to have a 
positive fund balance of approximately $125.84 million, which includes $11.05 million in restricted fund balances.

The Child Development Fund is a special reserve fund for the operations of child development programs.  Total projected 
revenue is $9.93 million. 

The Child Development Fund is used to account for financial activities pertinent to state preschool programs. Employees’ 
salaries and benefits represent the largest expenditure (83.42%).  Total projected expenditures are $9.91 million. 

The District relies on State revenue to run its daily operations in educating our preschool students. 

The State Preschool Program allows the District to set aside a reserve amount of up to fifteen percent of the current 
year’s California State Preschool Program (CSPP) contract. Of the fifteen percent set aside, ten percent is intended for 
the specific purpose of professional development for CSPP instructional staff. The District plans to spend any excess 
amount by June 30, 2021 (or later).

The 
Deferred Maintenance Program is now part of the District’s Local Control Funding Formula (LCFF).  However, the District 
maintains the fund as restricted for historical data tracking purposes.  Other local revenue is the only revenue source 
projected for 2020-21. 

The Deferred Maintenance Fund is used to account for major repairs or replacement of the District’s property.  Services 
and Other Operating Expenditures and Capital Outlay represent the only expense categories budgeted at this time. Total 
projected expenditures are $5.17 million. 

The projected fund balance of $2.46 million is reserved for ongoing and major maintenance of school buildings.

Amounts accumulated in this fund must be transferred 
back to the general fund for expenditure. (Education Code Section 42842). 

Although this fund is authorized by statute, it does not meet the GAAP definition of a special revenue fund.  It functions 
effectively as an extension of the general fund. For presentation in the audited financial statements, this fund can either be 
combined with the general fund, or it can be reported separately and the departure from GAAP explained.

The Building Fund is a capital project fund established to account primarily for proceeds from the sale of bonds. 
The Building Fund is used for the acquisition or construction of major capital facilities.   

On July 16, 2018 the SAUSD Board of Education voted to place Measure I, a $232 million school improvement bond 
measure, on the November 6, 2018 ballot.  Measure I would cost approximately $24 per $100,000 of assessed (not 
market) value annually, or about $5.25 per month for the typical homeowner.  The November election resulted in 70.65% 
of the voters approving the issuance of the Measure I Bond.  Measure I would provide locally-controlled funding to repair 
and improve Santa Ana schools.  A citizens’ oversight committee, detailed project list, and annual audits would be 
required.  The approval of Measure I makes SAUSD eligible for $62 million in matching funds from the State.  The District 
received the first issuance of Measure I Bond Series A of $59.5 million in May 2019 and the second issuance of Measure 
I Bond Series B of $78.6 million in January 2021. 

On December 11, 2018 the SAUSD Board of Education approved the Measure I projects spending plan.  Below is a list of 
projects that are budgeted and scheduled for implementation in 2020-21:

There is a projected fund balance of $22.52 million that is reserved for legally restricted facility projects ($9.84 million), 
developer fees ($12.10 million), and City of Santa Ana Redevelopment ($0.58 million).
