LCFF funds include a base level of 
funding for all LEAs and extra funding - called "supplemental and concentration" grants - to LEAs based 
on the enrollment of high needs students (foster youth, English learners, and low-income students).

The total revenue projected for Santa Ana Unified School District is $729,614,152.78, of which 
$501,831,268.00 is Local Control Funding Formula (LCFF) funds, $88,191,058.59 is other state funds, 
$10,595,478.00 is local funds, and $128,996,348.19 is federal funds. Of the $128,996,348.19 in federal 
funds, $68,885,666.71 are federal CARES Act funds. Of the $501,831,268.00 in LCFF Funds, 
$124,180,146.00 is generated based on the enrollment of high needs students (foster youth, English 
learner, and low-income students).
