Purpose of Assignment:

The purpose of this assignment is for students to compare and contrast the experiences of drawing from memory and drawing from observation. Students begin by drawing an animal based only on choosing a slip of paper with a word on it. They do this quickly, in pencil and trace it with black marker. Next, they receive a photograph of the animal they have chosen and over a period of almost three weeks, carefully draw it using high quality colored pencils. Layering color creates the illusion of texture. Finally both images are cut out and arranged as a collage. This process and resulting artwork makes clear to students that there is a direct relationship between the effort and time they put into a project and the outcome. They learn how capable they are and pleasantly surprised at their ability to achieve a lifelike image.
