CLASS DESCRIPTION:

English vocabulary will be a focus of English 1.  ELD students will be expected to increase English vocabulary and be able to use these words daily.

Oral presentations will also be a central part of the classroom curriculum.  Students will present vocabulary, projects, assignments, and basic classroom requests regularly.

CLASSROOM RULES AND PROCEDURES:

· No foul language, disrespect, or bullying. Bring a positive, respectful and polite attitude! (
